Section 3 - Hazards Identification

Emergency Overview: This product is a colored liquid with a strong solvent odor.  Inhalation overexposure to the vapors

this product can cause severe respiratory irritation, dizziness, weakness, fatigue, nausea,

headache and possible unconsciousness.  A component of this product is suspected to be

carcinogenic and teratogenic in humans.  Per 29 CFR 1910.106, this product is classified as a

Class II combustible liquid under normal ambient conditions.  If handling this product at elevated

temperatures, vapors may travel to a source of ignition and flashback to a leak or open container.  If

involved in a fire, this product will release smoke and toxic gases (i.e., carbon monoxide, carbon

dioxide).  This product is not reactive.  Emergency responders must wear proper personal protective

equipment suitable for the situation to which they are responding.

Routes of Entry: Inhalation, Skin Absorption, Ingestion.  Skin Contact.  Eye Contact.

Inhalation - Can cause severe respiratory irritation, dizziness, weakness, fatigue, nausea, headache and

possible unconsciousness.  Irritation may be delayed for several hours.

Skin Absorbtion - Can be absorbed through the skin but exposure must be extensive before adverse health

effects occur.  Can be toxic if absorbed through the skin; may cause target organ damage.

Minimal hazard in normal industrial use.  May cause gastrointestinal discomfort.

Unusual Fire and Explosion Hazards: Solvent vapors are heavier than air and my travel a considerable

distance to a source of ignition and then flash back.  Closed containers may explode due to pressure build-up when exposed

to extreme heat.  Use water spray/fog for cooling.  Do not cut, drill, grind, or weld near containers - even when empty.
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Residual product or vapors may ignite or explode.

Sensitive to Static Discharge: When transferring or applying at temperatures above the flashpoint, appropriate

grounding and bonding procedures should be followed to eliminate a build-up of static charge.

Section 6 - Accidental Release Measures

Prevent the spread of any spill to minimize harm to human health and the environment if safe to do so.  Wear complete

and proper personal protective equipment following the recommendation of Section 8 at a minimum.
